
The policy of prohibiting the use of tobacco and cigarettes that has been implemented by 

FISIP UI has brought many positive benefits to the campus community. Through a policy 

prohibiting the use of tobacco and cigarettes, FISIP UI implemented a university policy 

regarding this matter, namely the UI Chancellor's Decree No. 1805/SK/R/UI/2011 

concerning smoking-free areas. 

 

Decree of the Dean of FISIP UI No. 1561/UN2.F9.D/HKP.02.04/2014 concerning campus 

life rules at points C and D regulates the prohibition of the use and distribution of tobacco 

and cigarettes within the campus adapted to the conditions and needs of the faculty. 

 

These regulations regulate, limit and prohibit the use of tobacco and cigarettes within the 

faculty which are basically intended to: 

1. Prohibit selling tobacco within university 

2. Prohibit smoking within university 

3. Educate and provide warning on the risk of smoking 

4. Prohibit advertisement of tobacco within university 

5. Counseling and referral system for smoking cessation 

 

 

Until mid-2024 it is estimated that the use of tobacco and cigarettes in the UI physical 

environment is around five percent (5%). among them are smokers who mostly smoke around 

the canteen area, they are lecturers, staff, students and some guests who visit the faculty. 
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
